	WHEREAS, Nebraska Revised Statutes section 17-505 authorizes the City of David City, Nebraska, a municipal corporation and city of the second class (the “City”) to adopt and amend the City’s Municipal Code (“Code”); and 

	WHEREAS, the City deems it in the best interest of the City’s health, safety and welfare to amend the Code to impose greater safety measures regarding visual obstructions to operators of motor vehicles within the City.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DAVID CITY, NEBRASKA, that the City hereby amends the Code as follows: 

1. 	The City amends the Code by adopting the following ordinance and incorporating the same into the Code as Section 6-219: 

SECTION 6-219:	OBSTRUCTIONS TO VISION AT STREET INTERSECTIONS

A. 	This section of the City Municipal Code refers to Section 4.04 of the David City Zoning Ordinance.

B. 	Through the provisions of this Section, the City Street Department shall also have the authority to enforce obstruction to vision at street intersections as provided in the Zoning Ordinance.

2. 	All other ordinances or portions of other ordinances passed and approved prior to the passage, approval, and publication or posting of this ordinance and in conflict herewith is hereby repealed.

3. 	This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after passage, approval and publication in pamphlet form.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DAVID CITY, NEBRASKA, AMENDING THE DAVID CITY MUNICIPAL CODE TO ALLOW THE CITY TO REQUIRE LANDOWNERS TO REPAIR DRIVEWAY APPROACHES IN DISREPAIR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND AUTHORIZING PUBLICATION OF THE SAME IN PAMPHLET FORM.
	WHEREAS, Nebraska Revised Statutes section 17-505 authorizes the City of David City, Nebraska, a municipal corporation and city of the second class (the “City”) to adopt and amend the City’s Municipal Code (the “Code”); and 

	WHEREAS, section 18-1748(2) of the Nebraska Revised Statutes allows the City to require landowners within the City to repair damaged driveway approaches that serve the landowners’ property when such driveway approach is construed or maintained upon a street right-of-way and such damage is likely to damage or interfere with the street right-of-way or surrounding pavement and sidewalks; and 

	WHEREAS, Section 6-210 of the Code governs driveway approaches that connect to or are maintained upon public street rights-of-way within the City; and 

	WHEREAS, the City finds it in the best interest of the City and its residents to amend the Code to provide further specifications for driveway approaches within the City.   

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF DAVID CITY, NEBRASKA, as follows:  

1. 	Amendment to Code.  The City repeals Section 6-210 of the Code in its entirety and replaces it with the following: 

SECTION 6-210: DRIVEWAY APPROACHES.

[bookmark: _Hlk184730898]	A.  All driveways with a driveway approach that is constructed or maintained, in whole or in part, upon a public right-of-way, and all driveway approaches that are constructed or maintained, in whole or in part, upon a public right-of-way, shall be of poured concrete no less than five (5) inches thick and shall contain reinforcing bar no smaller than size three that is three (3) feet on center on either side of the reinforcing bar.  These requirements shall not apply to any driveway approach that is constructed pursuant to a design a Nebraska-licensed engineer prepares.  

B.  The City Council of the City of David City, Nebraska, may require the owner of property served by a driveway approach constructed or maintained, in whole or in part, upon the public right-of-way to repair or replace any such driveway approach which is cracked, broken, or otherwise deteriorated to the extent that it is causing or is likely to cause damage to or interfere with any street structure including pavement or sidewalks or constitute a public hazard.  At the direction of the City Council, the City Clerk shall give the property owner notice by registered letter or certified mail, directed to the last known address of such owner or the agent of such owner, requiring the repair or replacement of such driveway approach. If within 60 days of the date such notice is postmarked the property owner fails to complete such repair or replacement, the street superintendent may cause such work to be done and assess the cost against the property served by such approach. (Neb. Rev. Stat. § 18-1748). 

	2. 	Conflicting Ordinances.  The City repeals all other ordinances or portions of other ordinances passed and approved prior to the passage, approval, and publication or posting of this Ordinance and in conflict herewith to the extent of such conflict.  

	3.	Further Necessary Action.  The Mayor and City Clerk may take such other action and execute such other documents as reasonably necessary to effectuate the purposes herein.  
	
	4. 	Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall be of full force and effect from and after passage, approval, and publication in pamphlet form.
